1. CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT 17-09 FOR PROPERTY LOCATED AT 2327 

ROSEMEAD BLVD, SOUTH EL MONTE.

The applicant, Marisco’s San Ysidro, is requesting a Conditional Use Permit (No. 17-

09) to expand the on-sale beer and wine within an existing bona fide sit down 

restaurant, expand the size of the existing restaurant (Marisco’s San Ysidro) and allow 

live entertainment at 2327 Rosemead Blvd.

The applicant, Holladay Construction Inc., is requesting a Conditional Use Permit (No. 

17-08) to allow the construction of a 4,963 sq. ft. of commercial retail space to develop 

a new commercial shopping center and Variance (No. 17-09) to deviate from the 

development standards for a freestanding sign.

The applicant, Uptown Koop LLC, is requesting a Conditional Use Permit (CUP 17-

12) to allow the on-sale of beer and wine within a bona fide restaurant called “The 

Chicken Koop” located at 1721 Durfee Avenue

Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines 
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4. ZONE TEXT AMENDMENT (NO. 17-14), AMENDING “RESIDENTIAL 

USES” IN TABLE 17.15-A UNDER SECTION 17.15.020 OF CHAPTER 17.15 

TO ALLOW RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT WITH A MINIMUM OF 30 

UNITS PER ACRE WITHOUT DISCRETIONARY APPROVAL FROM THE 

CITY 

 

This amendment will allow developers to develop properties with residential uses in 

the C-R zone with a minimum density of 30 units per acre without discretionary 

approval. This Amendment will also help the City meet its goals and objectives as 

detailed in the General Plan Land Use Element and Housing Element by facilitating 

needed housing in the community, which otherwise is not available.  

 

The City Council hereby finds the adoption of this Ordinance does not have a potential 

for causing a significant effect on the environment, in that it is consistent with the 

community plan adopted under the General Plan. Consequently, this matter is exempt 

from California Environmental Quality Act review pursuant to Section 15183 of the 

California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines.  

 

5. ZONE TEXT AMENDMENT (NO.17-15) TO PROHIBIT COMMERCIAL 

CANNABIS ACTIVITY 

 

Staff recommends that the Planning Commission CONDUCT the public hearing and 

ADOPT the attached draft Resolution (Attachment A) recommending to the City 

Council approval of Municipal Code amendments prohibiting all commercial cannabis 

activity (both medical and non-medical) in all zones in the City, prohibiting outdoor 

cultivation, and allowing indoor cannabis cultivation consistent with State law. 

 

The proposed Ordinance is not a “project” for purposes of the California 

Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”) and the State CEQA Guidelines (14 CCR § 

15000 et seq.).  Since the ordinance would prohibit all commercial cannabis uses, it 

would not result in any direct physical change in the environment, or reasonably 

foreseeable indirect physical change in the environment.
