G2. APPROVAL OF RESOLUTION NO. 18-14 RECOMMENDING THAT THE
CITY COUNCIL APPROVE A ZONE TEXT AMENDMENT (NO. 18-16) TO
AMEND CHAPTER 17.64 (NONCONFORMITIES), OF THE ZONING CODE IN
ORDER TO ALLOW FOR ADDITIONS ONTO NON-CONFORMING
RESIDENTIAL STRUCTURES WITHIN THE CITY.

Community Development Staff introduce a Code Amendment to address additions to
residential structures that do not conform to the current development standards as set
forth in the current zoning code.
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Assistant City Planner, lan McAleese presented a staff report on this matter. Community
Development Director, Jose Jimenez added that the final language is being worked on
with the City Attorney’s office prior to taking to the City Council.

Following staff’s presentation, Chairperson Barrera opened the item for public comment.
During public testimony, no comments were received. Thereafter, Chairman Barrera
closed public comment.

During discussion, Commissioner Landeros wanted to know what enforcement measures
will be taken to ensure compliance with all applicable codes. The Community
Development Director informed the Commission that this Code Amendment will allow
property owners to make improvements onto their properties without being impacted by
non-conforming situations so long as all new additions conform to the current Code.
Commissioner Gaeta-Anguiano questioned why the language in the recommended
Ordinance has not been finalized and what the benefit is of approving the amendment,
absent of the final Ordinance. In response, the City Attorney informed the Commission
that they are working with Staff to finalize the language and that their action on the Code
Amendment will allow the amendment to move forward, while working on the final
language prior to going to the City Council. Added to this, the Community Development
Director informed Commissioner Gaeta-Anguiano that this Code Amendment will limit
the need for property owners to apply for a variance when requesting to do minor
additions to residential buildings, resulting cost savings of $6,250. Chairperson Barrera
asked when the Nonconformities portion of the Zoning Code was originally adopted. City
staff confirmed the Ordinance was adopted in 1989. Commissioner Landeros asked what
other cities in the San Gabriel Valley have already addressed this topic. The Community
Development Director stated cities such as Pasadena have already addressed this issue
with code amendments that date back to the 1990°s.

A motion was made by Commissioner Gaeta-Anguiano and seconded by Commissioner
Landeros and carried (3-0) to approve Resolution No. 18-14 for ZTA 18-16 to amend
Chapter 17.64 of the Zoning Code to allow additions onto non-conforming residential
structures within the City.
